Call to order:
The meeting of the Prattville Historic Preservation Commission was called to order on Thursday, January
22,2009 at 4:32 pm by Chairman Thea Langley.

Kornegay, Mr. Brooks Lazenby and Ms. Lenore Kirkpatrick. Absent: Mrs. Belinda Edwards.

Quorum present.

Mr. Price moved to approve the minutes of the May 15, 2008; July 24, 2008; September 25, 2008;
October 23, 2008; and November 20, 2008 meetings. Mrs. Kirkpatrick seconded the motion. The
motion passed unanimously.

Old Business:
Certificate of Appropriateness for 3-signs
101 S. Court Street

Mr. Duke stated that the initial application showed a sign of 32x16 and new submission shows a 20ft*
sign on the western face of the building. Also proposed is signage on the north, south and east face of the
building. Design Review Guidelines requires traditional material with no more than 5% coverage of the
face of the building.

The petitioner representative stated that she was there to fill in for the owner, Chris Franks, who was
unable to attend the meeting. She was not able to provide detail information for the Commissioners.

Mr. Lazenby moved to hold; a subcommittee be appointed to work with the owner and the staff to
development a more appropriate sign. Mr. Price seconded the motion. The motion passed
unanimously.

Chairman Langley appointed along with herself, Mr. Lazenby, and Mrs. Kornegay as members of the
subcommittee.

Certificate of Appropriateness for an accessory structure
424 S. Northington Street
City of Prattville-Department of Leisure Services, Petitioner

Drew Peterson of City of Prattville Department of Leisure Services, petitioner representative, stated that
the request if for placing a storage building on the property, 10 off the back fence that would match the
existing structure which is too small to accommodate for storage of the facility table and chairs. The



structure would have roll-up doors on the east side. The doors would not be seen from the street. They
would place landscaping facing the street at the Commission request.

Mr. Duke suggested that panel fence or tall landscaping would be ideal screening.

After continued discussion on the design and size of the building, the Commission requested additional
information on pricing for constructing a brick or block building. Mr. Price moved to hold until the
next meeting. Mr. Lazenby seconded the motion.

The motion to hold passed unanimously.
