WHEREAS, The United States of America Vietnam War Commemoration gives
us the opportunity for all Americans to recognize, honor and thank our
Vietnam Veterans and their families for their service and sacrifices during the
Vietnam War from November 1, 1955 through May 15, 1975;

WHEREAS, more than 9,000 organizations across America have joined with
the Department of Defense as Commemorative Partners to fonor our Nation’s
Vietnam Veterans, including all 75 Chapters of the Alabama Society Daughters
of the American Revolution, National Society Daughters of the American
Revolution;
